SEARCH Data Advisory Group (DAG)

Terms of Reference

The SEARCH Data Advisory Group (DAG) serves as a liaison between Arctic Observing Network (AON) data dissemination centers, in particular the Cooperative Arctic Data Information Service (CADIS), and prospective data and information users or providers from the scientific and stakeholder communities. Specifically, the DAG helps articulate the needs of AON and other SEARCH investigators with respect to CADIS’ services and products. The group should also provide advice to data management and dissemination centers such as CADIS on its products and services as needed. 

In order to be effective, the DAG should be comprised of roughly a half dozen members representing the observing change components of SEARCH (through the OCP and AON PIs) as well as the broader Arctic environmental change research community (through SEARCH SSC members with appropriate expertise). A member representing broader data management expertise or stakeholder information needs may be included as needed. The group is formed under the SEARCH governance structure and reports to the Observing Change Panel. DAG activities would be coordinated by the DAG Chair in consultation with with SEARCH OCP and SSC, CADIS and the cognizant NSF program officer.
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
